President d’Estaing of France, and other heads of government across 
the world clearly occupied the role of ‘leader’ in their own countries, yet were continuously 
assailed for failing to provide the much needed ‘leadership’ in critical times. Thus we should 
separate the two terms –‘leader’ and ‘leadership’. But, while separate, these two terms are closely 
linked. It is quite possible for a leader to obtain compliance with his wishes through force rather 
than persuasive leadership. Despite this link, there is also an inherent tension between the role of 
leader and the exercise of leadership, because a leader can use force as well as persuasion to get his 
way. It is much easier for a leader to see a follower as obeying in response to coercion rather than 
in response to persuasion.

Thus a leader- follower matrix is created wherein both parts are bonded together through a 
convergence of interests. But the essence of leadership is the ability to persuade others to comply 
voluntarily with one’s wishes. Moreover, with some exceptional personal attributes, the leader is 
to be a superior person, to whom others are found to submit. Again, leadership superiority is to be 
value-based. Superior values in words and actions of a leader are unhesitatingly venerated by 
followers. While writing in The Atlantic Monthly in 1994 on “What Makes a Good Leader?” 
Garry wills captures this leader-follower symbiotic relationship as he writes, “Leaders have a 
vision. Followers respond to it. Leaders organize a plan. Followers get sorted out to fit the plan. 
Leaders have willpower. Followers let that will replace their own.” Writing almost in the same 
vein Dr. Henry Kissinger posits that the task of a leader is to take his people from where they are 
to where they would like to be.

Bangladesh 
has had two spells of such military dictatorships between 1975 and 1990. Death through killing 
removed the progenitor of such a leadership in 1981; while the second one was toppled through 
people- power demonstrated through a mass upsurge in 1990.
The event-making leadership, on the other hand, is the one which enjoys public confidence and 
acceptance, and thus legitimate. His process of leadership involves making of events geared to the 
goal of actualizing the vision shared by him and his followers. Bangabandhu Sheikh Mujibur 
Rahman fits into this type of leadership. He was the epitome of value-based leadership right from 
the day one of his political career. The two books Unfinished Memoirs and Prison Diaries bear 
ample testimonies to such an emphatic statement. 

In 
sociology, leadership is defined as the exercise of influence or power in social collectivities. Max 
Weber, the doyen of Sociology, discipline, identifies three types of leadership corresponding to the 
different forms of authority and legitimacy. Firstly, charismatic leaders lead by virtue of the

Thus 
he remains etched indelibly in people’s mind; and he outlasts a demagogue. Perhaps the best 
definition of such a lasting leader was given by Rabindranath Thakur. In 1921, he wrote to Sir 
Patrick Geddes: “I do not have faith in any new institutions, but in the people who think properly, 
feel nobly and act rightly.” Perhaps kiabigaru was not aware that he had given the best 
tri-dimensional definition of leader and leadership. Indeed, a leader entitles himself to leadership 
as he demonstrates the three qualities as delineated by Rabindranath.

Max 
Weber, the doyen of Sociology, discipline, identifies three types of leadership corresponding to the 
different forms of authority and legitimacy. Firstly, charismatic leaders lead by virtue of the

It is not suggested that this is an exhaustive list of values and attributes desirable in a good leader; 
there could be many more as one imaginative mind ponders over the phenomenon of good 
leadership.

Concluding Observations 
A leader sans values in his attributes is not a leader par excellence; he is at best, a demagogue, who 
cannot lead his people, except leading himself to mundane, and for that matter, ephemeral gains. 
At the end of the day; he is outworked by a leader who gains for his people, not for himself. Thus 
he remains etched indelibly in people’s mind; and he outlasts a demagogue. Perhaps the best 
definition of such a lasting leader was given by Rabindranath Thakur. In 1921, he wrote to Sir 
Patrick Geddes: “I do not have faith in any new institutions, but in the people who think properly, 
feel nobly and act rightly.” Perhaps kiabigaru was not aware that he had given the best 
tri-dimensional definition of leader and leadership. Indeed, a leader entitles himself to leadership 
as he demonstrates the three qualities as delineated by Rabindranath.

Indian Congress President of 1939 following differences with Congress High Command, Netaji 
Subhash Bose became a self-declared military General of Indian National Army (INA) against 
British Raj. In the consensus of scholarly opinion that ‘war brings solution when politics fails’- 
history will decide Bose’s epistemological intellect.

Netaji Subhash University of Technology, a public higher education centre in New Delhi holds the 
Motto “May God bring holy thoughts to my mind from all directions”. Tertiary or higher education 
demands andragogy and heutagogy unlike pedagogy followed in lower levels of education. These 
relate teaching and learning of peda- (child), andra- (adult) and heuta- (self). Military provides due 
emphasis on heuristics; an approach to solve problems by oneself discovering/inventing the 
various ways and means. Heuristics employ empirical methods and rational approaches, for 
reaching an immediate solution in order to research further.

Military in Research and Innovation 
Research is a regular affair of higher education which entails systematic and creative work to 
increase the stock of knowledge. The word Research comes from French ‘recherche,’ meaning to 
go about seeking for an answer to a question or a solution to a problem. The same is in rigorous 
practice among military intellects as R&D, an acronym of Research and Development. This is a 
part and parcel of any higher education institute in military organogram. Military environment 
ensures disciplining researchers’ thought process by writing Appreciations and Estimates. Major 
Ronald Ross’ research on malaria is a typical example.
Meta-research is a subject that studies research on research; how the research methodology to be 
carried out to reduce waste of time and resources on research itself. Research types: scientific, 
humanities, artistic, business, marketing, social, economic etc. differ from one another though 
basics remain the same. Young military learners learn these tips in their military academies to 
solve every day tactical and technical problems by: defining the problem, forming a hypothesis, 
gathering data, analyzing data, testing and interpreting, reaching to conclusion. Procrastinations 
may arise when statistical processes overshadow the main course of research process.   

Conclusion
The role of military in higher education is significant and is as old as the history of education itself. 
Epics by Valmiki, Vyasa, Homer, Hesiod and other polymaths are the sources of all higher 
education subjects ending with -logy, -gogy, -ics, -ism, -gony, -sophy, etc. Epistemology identifies 
polemology to be the root of all knowledge; wars at Lanka, Kurukshetra, Troy, Titans, Olympiads, 
WW-I & II etc. Militarism against deities, rivals, animals, diseases, calamities gave gradual 
wisdom to Homo sapiens to survive and sustain.

Military professionals possess an advantageous position to excel in higher education due to 
historiographical legacy, organizational strengths and disciplined systems. Latin universitas 
magistrorum et scholarium denotes a university that welcomes tertiary knowledge seekers of any 
vocation. Polymaths Arjun, Pythagoras, Socrates, Academus, Napoleon, etc with military 
background paved the way for us to nurture higher education along with civilian intellects. No 
superiority in higher education; optimization is the way through civilianization and militarization 
on need basis. 

Introduction
Higher or tertiary education means the education for an adult in the college or university at 
graduate and post graduate levels after completion of higher secondary education. Latin 
‘universitas magistrorum et scholarium’ denotes a university as the community of teachers and 
scholars irrespective of one’s background: science or business, medical or engineering, music or 
astronomy, humanities or polemology.
Polemology, a multi-disciplinary war studies, dominated the arena of higher education. Ramayana, 
Mahabharata, Iliad, Odyssey, Theogony, and such others depict wars which are the primary 
sources of various -logy, -ism, -gony, -ics, -gogy, -sophy in higher education. Conversations of 
Bhagwan Krishna with Arjun at Kurukshetra is Bhagavad Gita. Hesiod’s Theogony is Gods’ and 
Goddesses’ war as Titans and Olympiads.  

Military in Higher Education
Civilians become military and vice-versa on human needs. Pythagoras’ researches were aimed for 
victory of Croton over Sybaris in 510 BC. Socrates, a military officer coined Philosophy; Greek 
‘Phil’ is love, ‘Sophia’ is wisdom. Epistemology, knowledge about knowledge confirms that 
philosophies were founded from fighting needs to survive and sustain; against deities, rivals, 
animals, diseases, and calamities. Plato and Aristotle provided philosophical solutions to universal 
problems.

Academy etymologically came from Greek Academus who saved Athens outwitting rivals. 
Strategy, a capstone course in business, comes from Greek ‘strategia’ - the generalship in war. 
Shakespeare’s and Tagore’s famous characters are war heroes and/or victims. Sun Tzu, Chanakya, 
Machiavelli, World Wars (WW) I, II gave rise to many higher education subjects studied in 
present day universities in multifarious fields. 
Tolstoy’s ‘War and Peace’, a historical novel depicts Napoleonic era on Tsarist society. United 
Nations (UN) establishment is the consequence of war between the World’s Axis versus Allied 
forces. UN University functions at Tokyo since 1973 as a think tank and research centre to prevent 
wars. Australian Monash University was named after General Monash who fought in the Gallipoli 
campaign. He was also the Vice Chancellor of Melbourne University (1923-1931). 
Lieutenant General Zameer Uddin Shah was the 38th Vice Chancellor of Aligarh Muslim 
University (2012-2017). He is the brother of noted Indian actor Naseer Uddin Shah. General David 
Petraeus is a Professor at Birmingham University in the Institute for Conflict, Cooperation and 
Security. US Presidents are the most important personalities to take care of higher education in 
USA and to influence others. Out of 44 US Presidents, 31 of them possessed military service 
background. 

Winston Churchill, a Lieutenant Colonel during WW I became the Prime Minister of UK in WW

Indian Congress President of 1939 following differences with Congress High Command, Netaji 
Subhash Bose became a self-declared military General of Indian National Army (INA) against 
British Raj. In the consensus of scholarly opinion that ‘war brings solution when politics fails’- 
history will decide Bose’s epistemological intellect.

Netaji Subhash University of Technology, a public higher education centre in New Delhi holds the 
Motto “May God bring holy thoughts to my mind from all directions”. Tertiary or higher education 
demands andragogy and heutagogy unlike pedagogy followed in lower levels of education. These 
relate teaching and learning of peda- (child), andra- (adult) and heuta- (self). Military provides due 
emphasis on heuristics; an approach to solve problems by oneself discovering/inventing the 
various ways and means. Heuristics employ empirical methods and rational approaches, for 
reaching an immediate solution in order to research further.

Military in Research and Innovation 
Research is a regular affair of higher education which entails systematic and creative work to 
increase the stock of knowledge. The word Research comes from French ‘recherche,’ meaning to 
go about seeking for an answer to a question or a solution to a problem. The same is in rigorous 
practice among military intellects as R&D, an acronym of Research and Development. This is a 
part and parcel of any higher education institute in military organogram. Military environment 
ensures disciplining researchers’ thought process by writing Appreciations and Estimates. Major 
Ronald Ross’ research on malaria is a typical example.
Meta-research is a subject that studies research on research; how the research methodology to be 
carried out to reduce waste of time and resources on research itself. Research types: scientific, 
humanities, artistic, business, marketing, social, economic etc. differ from one another though 
basics remain the same. Young military learners learn these tips in their military academies to 
solve every day tactical and technical problems by: defining the problem, forming a hypothesis, 
gathering data, analyzing data, testing and interpreting, reaching to conclusion. Procrastinations 
may arise when statistical processes overshadow the main course of research process.   

Conclusion
The role of military in higher education is significant and is as old as the history of education itself. 
Epics by Valmiki, Vyasa, Homer, Hesiod and other polymaths are the sources of all higher 
education subjects ending with -logy, -gogy, -ics, -ism, -gony, -sophy, etc. Epistemology identifies 
polemology to be the root of all knowledge; wars at Lanka, Kurukshetra, Troy, Titans, Olympiads, 
WW-I & II etc. Militarism against deities, rivals, animals, diseases, calamities gave gradual 
wisdom to Homo sapiens to survive and sustain.

Military professionals possess an advantageous position to excel in higher education due to 
historiographical legacy, organizational strengths and disciplined systems. Latin universitas 
magistrorum et scholarium denotes a university that welcomes tertiary knowledge seekers of any 
vocation. Polymaths Arjun, Pythagoras, Socrates, Academus, Napoleon, etc with military 
background paved the way for us to nurture higher education along with civilian intellects. No 
superiority in higher education; optimization is the way through civilianization and militarization 
on need basis. 

Introduction
Higher or tertiary education means the education for an adult in the college or university at 
graduate and post graduate levels after completion of higher secondary education. Latin 
‘universitas magistrorum et scholarium’ denotes a university as the community of teachers and 
scholars irrespective of one’s background: science or business, medical or engineering, music or 
astronomy, humanities or polemology.
Polemology, a multi-disciplinary war studies, dominated the arena of higher education. Ramayana, 
Mahabharata, Iliad, Odyssey, Theogony, and such others depict wars which are the primary 
sources of various -logy, -ism, -gony, -ics, -gogy, -sophy in higher education. Conversations of 
Bhagwan Krishna with Arjun at Kurukshetra is Bhagavad Gita. Hesiod’s Theogony is Gods’ and 
Goddesses’ war as Titans and Olympiads.  

Military in Higher Education
Civilians become military and vice-versa on human needs. Pythagoras’ researches were aimed for 
victory of Croton over Sybaris in 510 BC. Socrates, a military officer coined Philosophy; Greek 
‘Phil’ is love, ‘Sophia’ is wisdom. Epistemology, knowledge about knowledge confirms that 
philosophies were founded from fighting needs to survive and sustain; against deities, rivals, 
animals, diseases, and calamities. Plato and Aristotle provided philosophical solutions to universal 
problems.

Academy etymologically came from Greek Academus who saved Athens outwitting rivals. 
Strategy, a capstone course in business, comes from Greek ‘strategia’ - the generalship in war. 
Shakespeare’s and Tagore’s famous characters are war heroes and/or victims. Sun Tzu, Chanakya, 
Machiavelli, World Wars (WW) I, II gave rise to many higher education subjects studied in 
present day universities in multifarious fields. 
Tolstoy’s ‘War and Peace’, a historical novel depicts Napoleonic era on Tsarist society. United 
Nations (UN) establishment is the consequence of war between the World’s Axis versus Allied 
forces. UN University functions at Tokyo since 1973 as a think tank and research centre to prevent 
wars. Australian Monash University was named after General Monash who fought in the Gallipoli 
campaign. He was also the Vice Chancellor of Melbourne University (1923-1931). 
Lieutenant General Zameer Uddin Shah was the 38th Vice Chancellor of Aligarh Muslim 
University (2012-2017). He is the brother of noted Indian actor Naseer Uddin Shah. General David 
Petraeus is a Professor at Birmingham University in the Institute for Conflict, Cooperation and 
Security. US Presidents are the most important personalities to take care of higher education in 
USA and to influence others. Out of 44 US Presidents, 31 of them possessed military service 
background. 

Winston Churchill, a Lieutenant Colonel during WW I became the Prime Minister of UK in WW

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It was a dismal spectacle to behold on the 28th of March 2019 at the Banani FR Tower. A gigantic 
conflagration had engulfed the sky-vying building. All hell had broken loose. Innumerable people 
were trapped inside and were striving to survive. Many aimed to flee from the catastrophic fire 
using the fire exit but little did they know that they will find the gates closed. By the irony of fate, 
numerous lives were held captive inside the burning building. In the hope of survival, a handful of 
petrified people shattered the colossal glass windows and waved to the firemen below for help. 
Among them, a few crept out of the window, balanced themselves on ledges and grasped the cords 
of the elevator to descend and distance them from the devouring inferno. 

The consternation of man in such circumstance is extremely difficult to fathom. The captives of the 
blazing conflagration slid down the cords and tiptoed with utmost care into the neighboring 
building. It was heart-wrenching to witness some people who failed to do the same and plummeted 
to their death instead. 

The indomitable fire took 26 innocent lives and injured 70. These fire incidents are reiterating in 
our city at an alarming rate. Why were the security exits of the offices in FR Tower locked? Why 
it did not house sufficient quantity of firefighting equipment? Why were there no clear maps or 
directions on how to avail the fire exits? These are some of the burning questions that remain 
unanswered forever. 

Precaution is better than cure. It is high time that builders stop violating the building codes and 
practices and opt for safer dwelling instead. In addition to this, the Government of Bangladesh 
must develop and enhance the firefighting industry to prevent such dreadful tragedies in future. 
Mr. Phanawatnan Kaimart, a man from Thailand, invented the ‘Elide Fire Extinguishing Ball.’ 
This ball has unique property of dousing the fire safely and in a more convenient way than a sturdy 
fire extinguisher. It is a mere powder which will bring hazard to neither the people nor the 
environment. If these balls are imported to our country and made available to the firemen as well 
as the citizens, then the number of fire incidents in Dhaka city is bound to decline drastically. 

The air in Chawkbazar and Banani FR Tower is still heavy with a concoction of utter grief and 
dismay. The bereaved families are failing to recover from the tremendous shock they lately 
received. They have plunged into an ocean of despair and desolation. How much more tears do 
they need to shed to culminate these gruesomely recurring incidents?

On a contemporary situation, Dhaka city is facing enormous environmental crises. Waste 
generation and management is one of the alarming issues. Due to technological advancement the 
quality of daily life is improving, however resource consumption is increasing day by day at an 
irregular rate. As a result, waste generation rate is growing as well in Dhaka city. Dhaka South  
City Corporation (DSCC) and Dhaka North City Corporation (DNCC) both has all the 
responsibilities to accumulate & governing the waste. Both city corporation and their associates 
collect domestic waste from house to house. The collected waste dumped into a road-side open 
stationary dust bin through small vehicles followed by informal separation, load in a truck and 
dispose to the landfills. In this conventional system, road-side dust bins create different types of 
negative impact on human health and surrounding environment like emitting bad odor, chance of 
exposure to the pathogenic contaminants which lead to be a severe public health issue. This 
situation is now going to be exacerbated and uncontrolled.

On this circumstance, an emerging “Circulatory Dust Van” can bring a smart solution to solve this 
problem.

A “Circulatory Dust Van” is a smart, dynamic and compacted van which has two chambers, one is 
for septic substances and another one is for non-septic substances. This van amasses waste from a 
specific zone in a certain periods of time by a circulatory dynamic way in the city. There will be 
some selected zone or transfer station where the van can collect the waste meticulously from the 
entitled small vehicles those collect waste from door to door. These small vehicles have portable 
cover like polythene; therefore waste will have less chance of exposure to the environment. 
Circulatory Dust Van has significant “Emergency sirens” as like ambulance that helps to commute 
faster from transfer station to the landfill or final disposal destination where the collected waste 
can convert into energy through microbial degradation. 

The advantage of using this “Circulatory Dust Van” is no fixed dust bin will be needed on those 
particular zones as a result there will be no or less human health issues and surrounding 
environment will be neat and clean.
